Advanced Machine Quilting T Irene Philp T FULL!
Saturday February 17, 2007 T 9:00 - 4:00
Lemonville Community Centre

An Advanced Machine Quilting workshop has been
developed by Irene to take the intermediate machine
quilter to the next level. In a full day workshop, Irene
encourages students to think outside the box with the
use of many free motion techniques. Students will
yrst practice the shapes/technique on muslin squares
then put them together to yll a mini quilt. Traditional
feathers, echo quilting, simple stippling, shells, poral
stippling, loopy meandering, spiral stippling, pebbles,
and starbursts will be used. Previous free motion
quilting experience is required. A $3.00 fee is re-
quested for handouts.

Outreach

A delivery of quilts is scheduled for mid December
for one of the 3 regional hospitals. We need many
more preemie quilts in January to make deliveries to
the other 2 regional hospitals. If you are able to bring
preemie quilts (ynished 12 inch squares with pannel-
ette backing and no batting) to the January meeting
these will be warmly appreciated. As always we are
also looking for cuddle and lap quilts.

Remember that our next work session will be Sat.
January 20" from 10 am till 2 pm at the home of
Maria De Ruyte, 445 Main Street, Schomberg (cor-
ner of Main and Western Avenue). Bring a sandwich
for lunch and your sewing machine, mats and cutters.
Be prepared to sew & chat!

Canadian Comfort and Remembrance Project

Several members picked up instructions and fabric
to start working on the blocks for a quilt which our
guild will send to the committee organizing this wor-
thy effort. Quilts are given to injured military person-
nel or to families who have lost someone. You can
make the block from 3 different instructions: paper
pieced, pieced or appliqu® (hand or machine). The
beige is for the background and you will need red or
burgundy for the maple leaf and white for the centre
heart. Make sure you pre-wash the fabrics so that the
red does not bleed. Soaking overnight in salt water
or in vinegar water should set the colour. You can
sign your name along the straight edge of the heart
with permanent pen. If you have any problems or
need more fabric, please call me at 647-233-2766.

In late February and early March, we will be join-
ing four of the blocks with the stems pointed toward
the centre to make a large block which is then sashed
with green fabric. Twenty four blocks are used per
quilt and the quilt will be long arm machine quilted.
Our intention is to have the quilt ynished and on dis-
play as part of our Community Outreach display at
our Quilt Show in April.

There is still time to participate so please pick up in-
structions and fabric at our January meeting for return
at our February meeting. These will be available at
the QOutreach table in January. Thanks to everyone
who has already made a start on their block during
this busy holiday season!
