Outreach: Quilts from the Heart

We continue to be amazed at the generosity of our
members in sewing fiCuddle Quiltso and fiLittle Cov-
erso for Preemies. Since January, we have collected
42 cuddle quilts and 147 preemie little covers plus
10 bereavement covers. Letds keep the momentum
going and see if we can triple this number of cuddle
quilts by the end of May!

Thanks to the exceptional generosity of Patti Carey
and Northcott, we have some fabulous new fabrics so
plans are in place to make 2-3 full size quilts as well.
There is also a continuing stream of anonymous do-
nations of fabric and orphan blocks that we want to
say thank you for as well.

This month, we are planning a Sewing Blitz at the
Lionds Hall in Pottageville on March 25th from 9am-
3pm. Beverages and snacks will be provided but re-
member to bring your own lunch. This hall is quite
modern and will make a great place to sew and so-
cialize! We will be making up kits, making red heart
labels, making the cuddle/preemie quilts themselves
and of course designing and making blocks for two
larger quilts. If you prefer making only the blocks or
tops or only the quilting, this is a great opportunity to
work with others on those parts you love. There will
be a sign-up list at the table March 22nd and direc-
tions on how to get to the hall.

At present, we donate quilts to regional hospitals
(Southlake, Markham Stouffville and York Central),
Sandgate Womends Shelter in Georgina, Yellow Brick
House in Aurora, Rose of Sharon, St. Vincent De Paul
Society and Doane House Hospice, all in Newmarket.
Aside from the obvious need for childrends and baby
quilts in the hospitals, there are many others that need
the physical and emotional comfort that a quilt offers.

Let us know if you are able to deliver quilts on our
behalf or if you know of any other groups within our
community that need our help.
